This case was decided on by Judge Roberts against us. I appealed the decision on your beh iled

ers and flew back to Washi n D.C. e in th ited ourt “o als.”
The United St ourt o als ” or d” the case “Back to the United Stat,
F Court to Ji ris, which was a victory in our behalf. Now we have been sitting two

almost three years waiting on Judge Roberts decision.” As we have been waiting for the decision
Jfrom the Court we dedicated ourselves to getting the word out and letting the world know who the

“Terminated 490 and their descendent's” are and what terrible injustices they have endured at the
hands of our own United States Congress.

I agree it has been a long time since we first filed the Complaint in November of “2002” but the
Felter V. Salazar Case is still “Alive” in the Federal Court System.

Whale we sit and wait for the Decision from Judge Roberts some of our case members have died one
being one of the “Lead Plaintiffs, Alvin Richardson (Big Sonny) Denver” a Veteran and a person
who committed himself to this case. Another “Naturitch Kolb Devener” who attended all the
meetings she could possibly get to and who commented to me so many time how glad she was that
we were finally going to get justice, another “Edith Denver Oberhansly Gardner” who told me
that”The Angles sent me to help her and her people.” I like you look back on the last seven years
with a heavy heart and sad spirit thinking about these precious Indian people who dedicated their
lives to our case, hoping we could make a change. These are only three of around thirty of our case
members who have passed on, but who will never be forgotten, and who I know would want me to
continue do all I can do to get this case through the court system, with hopefully a “win” for our

plaintiffs.

When the Notice was sent out the last of June of this year I was hoping enough funds would come in
for me to travel up there to meet with everyone, but this did not happen. Only a few of the dedicated
members of our case sent funds in, and that helped to get the case this far. I'm very excited about the
progress we have made in bringing to public light who the Terminated 490 Mixed Bloods and their
Descendants are, as both Oranna and 1 spend hours working to put the word out there. We all know
that many who have immorally enriched themselves through the misery forced upon the Mixed Bloods
do not want the World to know about Utah's own “Shame.”
